This monthly report is based upon the goals and 
recommendations of the 2015 Plan. 
 
Goal 1: Continue to expand business growth and employment becoming a more 
 progressive center of employment within the greater Washington DC 
 Metropolitan Area. 

• Nothing to report. 
 
Goal 2: Accelerate infrastructure upgrades serving critical commercial and industrial sites. 

• Three new shovel-ready sites were entered into the Virginia Economic 
Development Partnership’s Virginia Scan system. 

 
Goal 3: Continue to seek new and upscale retail and restaurants within the County both to 
 attract new development and to enhance the quality of life of County residents. 

• Freddy's Frozen Custard and Steakburgers opened in the Southern Gateway 
Redevelopment Area. This is Freddy’s second location in Virginia. 

• Chipotle opened in the Southern Gateway Redevelopment Area. This is Chipotle’s 
second location in Stafford County. 

 
Goal 4: Continue to build and support technology and entrepreneurship growth and fully 
support the STRC Initiative to retain and grow high-tech jobs and businesses. 

• The Stafford Technology and Research Center Board of Directors continued their 
deliberations on establishing an incubator/co-working space during a half-day 
focus session at the Richmond Bio-Technology Center last month. 

• The Economic Development Authority was one of the sponsors of the Start-Up 
Weekend event in Fredericksburg. 

 
Goal 5: Continue Redevelopment Area programs focusing on creating a sense of place. 
Courthouse Redevelopment Area – Discussions continued between the County and VDOT on 
the several major road improvement projects underway within the area. 

• The Planning Commission began consideration of the Board’s request to rezone 
the Counting House property in the Falmouth Redevelopment Area from R-1 to   
B-2.

Would-be victims were advised that in order to avoid 
arrest, they were to obtain PayPal MyCash cards and then provide 
the PIN via the phone. However, many citizens recognized the 
activity as a scam and contacted the Sheriff’s Office without 
financial loss. Similar incidents have also occurred in surrounding 
areas and many are believed to be part of a larger, national scam.
